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Scott Christian College, the only 19" century institution of higher learning
in the Kanyakumari District, owes its existence to the pioneering educational
outreach carried out by the Missionaries of the London Missionary Society
in South Travancore. Scott Christian enjoys continuity with the Mission
School established by the Revd William Tobias Ringeltaube in 1809, and
nurtured by the Revd Charles Mead, his immediate successor. This Central
School in South Travancore rose to a Second Grade College affiliated to
the University of Madras in 1893. In grateful recognition of his munificent
benefzction, the College is named after Septimus R. Scott, Esq., a highly
respected Chairman of the Board of Directors of the London Missionary
Society, England. In 1938, the College was admitted to the privileges of
the newly found University of Travancore in the erstwhile princely State
of Travancore. In 1950, Scott Christian became a First Grade College
offering Bachelor’s level courses in Mathematics and History. During the
linguistic reorganization of the Indian States in 1956, the College was once
again affiliated to the University of Madras. Later, with the establishment
of Madurai Kamaraj University in 1966, Scott Christian came under the
new University. The College is presently affiliated to the Manonmaniam

Sundaranar University, which was established in 1990.

The Kanyakumari Diocese of the Church of South India administers
the Scott Christian College. The College derives its inspiration and direction
from the life and teachings of Jesus Christ, and seeks to transmit the Gospel
values through education. “The Truth shall make you free” — is the motto
of the College. It aims at providing liberal Christian higher education, which
is the aggregate of all the processes by means of which an individual

develops abilities, attitudes, and other forms of behaviour of positive value



in the society in which s/he lives, and becomes a vibrant part of its
contributing citizenry. Though the College enjoys the Constitutional
privileges of a Christian minority institution, it keeps its portals open to all
students without any discrimination based on gender, caste, creed, colour,

or region.

Scott Christian College offers diversified Undergraduate,
Postgraduate and Pre — doctoral programmes in Arts, Science, Commerce
and Business Studies as Aided or Self-financed Courses. The Faculties of
*Mathematics, Botany, Chemistry, Commerce, Economics, English
Language and Literature, History, Physics, Tamil Language and Literature,
and Zoology are recognised as Research Centres for carrying out Doctoral

Programmes.

The medium of instruction is English, though the first generation
learners are helped to gain ground with the use of Tamil / Malayalam, their
mother tongue. Malayalam, Hindi and French are offered as the Second
language of study. During the academic year 2010 — 2011, 188 members
served in the Teaching Faculty, along 90 Non-Teaching staff catering to
the needs of about 3000 students, pursuing 15 Undergraduate Courses, 12
Postgraduate Courses, 10 Pre-doctoral and 9 Research (Ph.D.) programmes.

Scott Christian College is reaccredited with A grade by the NAAC
and enjoys the status of Autonomy since 2005. The Course offerings follow
the guidelines set down by the University Grants Commission, New Delhi,
and the Syllabi drawn by the various Boards of Study and approved by the
Academic Council of the College. Six semesters of study is required for a
Bachelor’s degree, while the Postgraduates fulfil the requirements of a
Four Semester Programme. The two semester course work of the Pre-

doctoral Scholars includs the study of the theory and a dissertation.

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Scott Christian possesses excellent infrastructure facilities. Its
General Library with about 100,000 books and Journals is the largest in
the Manonmaniam Sundaranar University area. In addition, every
Department has its own Library, Book Bank and audio — video collection.
The Science Faculties have well-equipped laboratories. The Campus enjoys

Internet connectivity.

The College helps to secure from the Government and other
statutory bodies various kinds of merit and means scholarships, in addition
to the many endowments instituted to promote academic excellence. A
Career Guidance Cell helps the students to find suitable employment
openings.

The College provides Residential facilities to Women Students in
the Ida Marsden Hostel. Plans are afoot to establish a Hostel for Men
Students in the campus. The residents of the Hostels pay for the
Establishment Costs (including rent, electricity and water), and divide the

Mess Charges.

Scott Christian College is situated in Nagercoil, the revenue
headquarters of Kanyakumari, a small, compact, and homogenous district
in the State of Tamil Nadu, spread over an area of 1684 square kilometres
without any diverse agro-climate conditions and with a coastline of about
68 kilometres. Nagercoil is well connected with other parts of India by
road and rail; and is about an hour and a half away from the Trivandrum
International Airport. The College is located on a sprawling campus of 45

acres on the National Highway 47.

International Students are encouraged to work with members of
the Faculty on an independent basis according to the individual’s needs
and specialisation. They are invited to get in touch with the Principal for
